Strochenko Lesia. Nominative field of the concept A WORK OF GENIUS in the naive worldview

The article is devoted to highlighting the nominative field of the English concept A WORK OF GENIUS in the
naive worldview. To construct the nominative field of the concept A WORK OF GENIUS, we used explanatory
dictionaries of the English language and thesauruses, based on the spheres of genius work. The analysis of the
dictionary definitions of the nomination “genius” in the explanatory English dictionaries and the synonymous
series of the phrase “‘a work of genius” in thesauruses made it possible to single out the following nominations-
constituents of the corresponding nominative field, in the definitions of which we single out four significant nodes:
WHAT, WHICH, IN WHAT, HOW. The phrase “a work of genius” belongs to the core of the corresponding
nominative field. Selected during the analysis of the dictionary definitions of the nomination “genius” in the
explanatory dictionaries and the synonymous series of the word combination “a work of genius” in thesauruses,
nominations belong to the medial part of the field. The periphery of the nominative field is represented by
representatives of significant nodes selected in the process of analyzing the dictionary definitions of the medial
constituents of the field. The conducted component analysis made it possible to identify the following notional
conceptual features of the researched concept A WORK OF GENIUS: a product of intellectual and creative
efforts (verbalized, in particular, by the following lexical units: concept, idea, theory, artistic work, showing the
skill and imagination), extraordinary (supreme, masterpiece, masterwork, chef-d'oeuvre, breakthrough, great,
achievement); innovation / originality (creation, invention, original work, discovery, not known or experienced
before, created for the first time). We consider them to be core in the structure of the concept A WORK OF
GENIUS, as they are notional and fixed by lexicographic sources.
