Pasternak Tetiana. Frame structure of military metaphor in a popular scientific discourse

The article provides a detailed and comprehensive analysis of frame structure of the military metaphor in a
popular scientific discourse, specifying its impact on the perception and formation of socio-political relations
in contemporary society. The relevance of the topic is underscored by the rapid penetration of concepts of war
and conflict into all spheres of communication, which, in turn, leads to manipulation of citizens’ emotions and
consciousness.

The author highlights the use of military metaphors in various contexts, emphasizing their role in shaping
aggressive images of the “enemy”, “threat”, and “danger”. These images not only perform a descriptive
function but also actively form perceptions of social challenges and issues that arise either as a result of
conflicts or as their reflections. The analysis is based on the headlines of socio-political news from leading
English-language publications.

The study identifies key conceptual frames related to military metaphor, such as “military operations”,
“weapons”, “stages of war”, and “participants of war”. Each of these frames reveals the dominant images
and meanings typically associated with discussions of socio-political issues. The author also points to the
negative consequences accompanying the use of military metaphors, particularly the formation of simplified
views of social problems, where “winners” and “losers” are distinctly defined.

In the conclusions of the article, the complexity and multidimensional nature of military metaphors
are emphasized, alongside their powerful influence on the realism of perceptions of social issues,
which necessitates careful consideration in their usage. The prospects for further research are aimed
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at integrating interdisciplinary approaches to achieve a deeper understanding of military metaphors in
the context of contemporary socio-political relations, which require scientific attention and thorough

analysis.
