Pshoniak Valentyna. Historiogenesis of the British press

The history of British journalism dates back to the 17th century with the emergence of newspapers
and columns of various kinds. Throughout the century, print media that dealt with more important topics
of general interest coexisted with lighter publications for entertainment purposes, such as pamphlets,
manifestos and ballads. In the 17th century, newspapers were published only once a week and were
subject to thorough censorship, which was particularly severe. Unlike pamphlets, manifestos and ballads,
newspapers dealt with more serious topics. The first English-language newspaper was called “The Weekly
News” and was published in Rome in 1622. With the abolition of the Star Chamber in 1641, the shadow of
censorship became less noticeable, and with the outbreak of the Civil War, the production of printed paper
intensified even more. By 1700, there were 12 newspapers in London and 24 in the provinces. From the
19th century onwards, the number of newspapers increased significantly, and the circulation of English
newspapers grew substantially from 39 million to 122 million copies in 1854. Historical information about
British journalism in the 17th century is incomplete without mentioning the pamphlets used by parties
to mobilize their supporters through wide distribution. Each party tried to mobilize its supporters by
distributing pamphlets, such as in coffee shops, where one copy was passed from hand to hand and read
aloud. Over time, each newspaper began to have its political orientation, which led to the emergence of
two types of newspapers: purely political and those covering domestic and international news. Newspapers
began to give preference to topics of interest to the general audience. Today, British newspapers can be
divided into tabloids and broadsheets, each with its audience and style of news writing.
