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Abstract. The article is devoted to distinguishing the types of canon and fanon relations in English fan
fiction. The work provides an overview of the history of research into the phenomenon of fan fiction, definition
of canon and fanon;, the types of their correlation are highlighted. Canon is the officially confirmed information
about the world and characters in the original source material, such as a book, movie, or series. This is what
is considered the “official” truth in this world. Fanon, on the other hand, refers to unofficial ideas, concepts,
or interpretations that fans create around canonical material. These can be theories, hypotheses, or own
interpretations of events or characters. In fanfiction, the correlation of fanon and canon can vary. Some fanfic
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may strictly adhere to canon, while others may make changes or add elements of fanon. As the main concepts
for fanfiction, canon and fanon cannot exist without each other: without the first, there cannot be the second,
and the concept of “canon” appears only after the emergence of fanon, which always works to supplement,
clarify the canon in three directions: detailing, filling gaps, alternative development. Just as characters,
chronotope, and entourage move from the canon to the fanon, elements that perfectly fit into the canvas
of the original work can move from the fictional universe to the canon: a new character, an unexpected plot
twist, unusual relationships, etc. However, this is possible subject to the approval of the authors of the original
work, their desire to join the game with fans. Despite the close connection between the canon and fanon,
the latter, as before, remains in a subordinate position in relation to the original work. The dependence
of the fanon is noted not only on the original text, but also on the collective ideas of the community (reader
feedback and applications). Fan picture of the world can be closely related to the canon (at the level of age
restrictions, characters, plots), or can, on the contrary, deny it (in the category of “genre”, size, etc.). Constant
fanon stereotypes can act as a canon for other fanfics, and in some cases, be included in the composition

of the original author's artistic worldview, subject to the approval of the creators of the original basis.
